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Study Area 3 - Population and Housing

« Compared to other parts of the City, there are low rates of residential real estate
activity in SA3, and almost no new construction permits (despite vacant land)

« Overall, since 2010, total population change throughout SA3 has been uneven,
and has not correlated well with change in the population of school-age children

o The dynamics at play here are still being investigated, including via analysis
of historic patterns of population change in West Philadelphia, as well as live
births prior to 2010

o That said, the pocket increases in school age children are offset by charter
choice

* Live births in SA3 were relatively stable between 2010 and 2015, and further, do
not necessarily correlate well with eventual K enrollment at local schools

Facilities, Programs & Utilization



Facilities

Capacity refers to the number of students who can be accommodated in
the school in a manner which allows for appropriate academic instruction.
Capacity does not include Pre-K enrollment.

The number of learning spaces was calculated for both primary (K-5) and
secondary (6-12) facilities using one of two assignments of class size:

e 30 students per classroom for grades K-3 & 33 students per classroom for grades 4-12, or
e Adjusted lower class-size in alignment with the recent reduced class-size initiative which lowers
Primary (Grades K-5) to 26.5 per classroom & Secondary (Grades 6-12) to 28 per classroom.

Facilities

Capacities are then adjusted to 75% to account for other uses of space

that occur in the school facilities such as (but not always limited to):
e Adjustments for lower class size in Special Education
e Special programs implemented on a local school level
e C(Creation of space not provided in the original design of facility such as: teacher work
spaces, technology/server rooms, etc.

Utilization is defined as the number of students (a.k.a. enrollment) in each

school divided by the capacity of that school. Utilization does not include
Pre-k enroliment.

School Progress Report (SPR)

The SPR includes five domains: Achievement, Progress,
Climate, College & Career, and Educator Effectiveness.
Each of these domains include indicators for student
success.

Overall scores are calculated using a weighted allocation
from each domain score, which is made up of a sum of
specific metric scores.

Model A school has earned at least 75% of possible points

Reinforce A school has earned 50-74% of possible points

Watch A school has earned 25-49% of possible points

Intervene A school has earned less than 25% of possible
points.

Gentrification -
“The process by which higher income households displace lower
income residents of a neighborhood, changing the essential character

and flavor of that neighborhood.”
Brookings Institution

Walkability - Safe passage to and from school.



Study Area 3 - Gentrification Explanation

e In order to quantitatively identify census tracts that are “eligible” to gentrification,
three factors are assessed, based on a 2019 study by the National Community
Reinvestment Coalition:

o Household income must be below the 40t percentile of the median
household income in the City

o Home value must be below the 40t percentile of the median value in the City
o Educational attainment correlates to both and is also examined

e Further, these tracts become more susceptible to gentrification if located close to
tracts that have recently gentrified.
