● No more than 25% of third grade students and 20% of middle school 
students(6th:36%, 7th:27% , 8th: 11% ) will score below basic on the Reading PSSA.  
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● No more than 20% of middle school students (6th: 74%, 7th: 79%, 8th: 79% ) will 
score below basic on the Math PSSA.  

● At least 90% of students will have 0 out-of-school suspensions.  
● At least 70% of the Kindergarten students and 50% of 1st and 2nd grade students will 

make at least one year's worth of growth, as evidenced by their independent reading 
level from Q1 to Q4.  

● At least 50% of students will attend at least 95% of the days or more.
