cannot miss more than 9 days of school during the year. Over 75 % of our students are on 

track to meet this District expectation. 
 

Dear Parents and Guardians, 
 
Greetings from the Thomas K. Finletter Academics Plus School. As we welcome the fall I 
have a few reminders and updates that I would like you to be aware of: 
• November Attendance Incentive- During the month of November, all students 

coming to school every day on time and without early dismissals will be invited to 
attend a school dance at the beginning of December. Please ensure that you are 
sending your student to school on time and prepared to do his/her best! 

• Inclement Weather Admissions: In the event of rain, snow, or extremely cold 
weather conditions, children will be admitted to the building at 8:20 a.m. and must 
enter the building in a quiet and orderly manner.  Designated staff will supervise 
students. No student will be permitted to roam unsupervised in the building. 
Students will not be admitted, nor should arrive to school prior to 8:20 AM. Students 
in grades 3-8 are permitted to enter the school building through the recess door 
between 8:00 AM-8:15 AM to get breakfast.  

• As a reminder, the blue door adjacent to the parking lot is the Kindergarten door- 
only students in kindergarten should enter through this door to access classrooms. 
Additionally, the main entrance off of Godfrey Street is the door designated for 1st 
and 2nd grade students. Any student arriving at or after 8:30 AM should use this 
entrance.  

• As a reminder, school ends at 3:01 PM daily and on early dismissal days, school ends 
at 12:00 PM. Finletter does not have staff members available to properly supervise 
students after dismissal so please ensure that you arrive promptly to pick your 
student up on time. If you require before or aftercare, please contact the school’s 
secretary and they will be able to provide you with outside resources for childcare. 

• Report Card Conferences will be from November 7,8 and 9th , 2018. All students will 

be dismissed promptly at 12:00 PM. Parents are asked to ensure that they attend 

conferences to learn about student progress. If you require an alternate conference 

time, please inform your student’s teacher.  
• From November 1st -9th, 2018 Finletter will be hosting our annual book fair. This is an 

excellent opportunity to purchase the latest books for students or for holiday gifts.
