· Participate in monthly SAC meetings
· Be accessible to parents in person, by telephone, or in writing.
· Communicate clear expectations for performance to parents and students.

PARENT RESPONSIBILITIES:
· Monitoring attendance.
· Making sure that homework is completed.
· Monitoring amount of television my child watches.
· Volunteering to go on class trips or chaperone school functions.
· Participating, as appropriate, in decisions relating to my child’s education.
· Promoting positive use of my child’s extracurricular time.
· Staying informed about my child’s education and communicating with the school by promptly reading all notices from the school or the school district either received by my child via e-mail or mail and responding, as appropriate.
