• Continue the use of Lexia and I-Ready for 30 minutes each day! 
• Please check the School District of Philadelphia’s website   https://www.philasd.org/ 

for details about the start of the 2020-2021 school year.  Whether it will be in-person, 
virtually or a combination of the two, please purchase the necessary school supplies 
(see the list of supplies below).   It is important that he/she will be prepared for school 
each day. Regardless of the learning model, all materials will be required.  

• If classes resume virtually in the fall, please check to make sure that your child is turning in 
assignments online.  If classes resume in-person in the fall, please check your child’s 
homework.  Homework will be assigned Monday through Friday.  It is important for students 
to complete daily homework assignments as they provide students with an opportunity to 
review and practice skills covered in school each day. 

• Please monitor your child’s daily reading habits, as independent reading outside of school will 
be critical to strengthening his/her fluency and comprehension skills. He/She should read a 
book of his/her choice each day for at least 30 minutes.
