(No more than 15% of
students will attend less than 85% of days.) (SY 16-17 Baseline is 29.8%)

3. Atleast 95% of 12th grade students will be on track for graduation. (SY 16-17 Baseline 87%)

4. Increase proficiency of first time Keystone ELA test takers by 10% (17-18: 65%) (SY 16-17 Baseline
55.8%) :

5. Atleast 75% (17-18; 97%) of 9th grade students will be on track to earn a minimum of 5 quality
credits each marking period. (SY Baseline 93.9%)
