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DISTRICTS

Authority

When the district receives students who are residents of another school district, it shall compute
and assess tuition charges in accordance with the School Code. Tuition shall be assessed for
those students whose attendance has been approved in accordance with School Reform
Commission policy. [1]

Guidelines

The district shall invoice tuition for approved students.

Tuition rates utilized by the school district shall be determined annually by the Pennsylvania
Department of Education.[2]

Tuition billings will be made monthly, in advance of the attendance period.

When payment is more than forty-five (45) days overdue, services will be terminated.
